1. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM

2. Guest Speakers

Mrs. Jenn Denton is returning to ask for a possible additional $200 for the Flash Fiction Contest
due to a large amount of participation — 46 kids. She wants to make sure she will have enough
money to cover the cost of lunch for the contestants. She may not need the funds but is asking
just in case.

Mr. Dave Anderson spoke on behalf of the girls Grade 8 and Jr (Grade 9 & 10) basketball team.
They are seeking funds for new jerseys as the current ones are old, wore out and unflattering
for the girls. The estimated cost is around $2500.00. Dave indicated that there is a cost share
opportunity with MSS to ensure the girls get new jersey’s.

4. Trustee Report: Gordon Swan

Last community consultation session on a potential school closure was held at Coldwater
School on Monday February 2. Web email still open for comments. Final decision will be at
the March Board meeting. There are still 4 options before the Board. Documents from all

At the February Board meeting the school calendar will be presented for approval.

Also expecting a delgation (has not yet been confirmed) for the February meeting regarding
the options for a potential school closure.

We are currently experiencing a driver shortage for our school buses. Out of extreme caution
a noticed was sent to bus parents advising that with cold and flu season we may have to
cancel or combine routes. Combining routes will add to travel time. The Quilchena and
Douglas Lake runs were combined as a result of the driver shortage for a short period of
time. If you know of anyone who has a class 1 or 2 licence and would like to drive bus have
them contact the District office for more information.

We are starting the process for creating the 2026/2027 District Budget. It looks like we will
lose a further 71 students in the upcoming year based on the number of children born 4 years
ago versus the number of graduates/grade 12's this year. This is based on all those born 4
years ago having remained in the District. Kindergarten registration will help confirm

this. Kindergarten Registration for French Immersion has started.

5. Principal's Report: Dave Andersen

Artscape Celebration

A highlight of the month was our annual Artscape event, featuring a festive “Christmas in
January” performance by our band classes, a compelling student production of The Monkey’s
Paw by the Drama 10-12 class, and an impressive gallery of visual artwork created throughout
the semester. Families, students, and staff came together to celebrate the many artistic talents
within our school community.

Experiential Learning Highlights

Experiential learning continued beyond the classroom. The Sports Management class
attended a Vancouver Canucks game, giving students firsthand insight into sport event
operations, fan engagement, and venue management. In Biology 12, students completed their
“Big Body” final projects-detailed, student-created anatomical diagrams demonstrating deep
understanding of human body systems.

Curling Season Wrap-Up

January also marked the conclusion of the curling season. MSS is proud to recognize the
Panther Boys team, who won the West Zones Championship and placed third in the
Okanagan Valley Playdowns, an outstanding achievement that reflects dedication, teamwork,
and athletic skill.

December at Merritt Secondary School highlighted the strength of everyday teaching and learning happening in
classrooms across the school. While the month was rich in hands-on, engaging, and meaningful learning
experiences that supported student curiosity, creativity, and connection.

In Art 9, students explored wellness and applied design through a lesson on essential oils, culminating in the
creation of handmade bath bombs that students were able to take home. This project blended creativity,
practical skills, and personal expression while fostering a calm and focused classroom environment. In the
Senior Art program, Ms. Dunn and her students collaborated with Indigenous Student Advocates to design,
build, and decorate traditional drums. This work provided students with a meaningful opportunity to learn
through relationship, cultural respect, and shared expertise.

Classroom learning across disciplines continued to emphasize active participation and deep thinking. Mrs.
Kinchella's Social Studies 8 students reinforced their understanding of historical figures by playing an adapted
version of Hedbanz, requiring students to apply content knowledge, ask thoughtful questions, and engage in
collaborative problem-solving. In Physics 11, Mrs. de Visser's students designed and constructed popsicle-stick
bridges, then tested their structural integrity, bringing theory to life through experimentation, teamwork, and
analysis.
